1. The applicant must be 16 at the beginning of the school year and can not turn 17 before the end of the first semester.  

2. The applicant must have a minimum of 4 credits.  This allows the applicant to have the opportunity to earn at least a total of  

        10 credits at the completion of the TREC program in order to enter a vocational program at Buckeye Career Center. 
3. Applications will be accepted until July 1, 2012.  

4. All credits are available through Buckeye Career Center except for Physical Education and regular education health.  

5. Students in this program will be scheduled one period daily for OGT study.  

6. Due to limited capacity, applications may be screened for selection.  

7. The applicant agrees to attend at least five (5) days of the 2012-2013 school year at Buckeye Career Center.
