Graduation Pathway
First – Take and pass all credits required by your school district.

Second - Demonstrating Competency - Students must earn a "competency” score on the English II and Algebra I end-of-course tests. Ohio has determined that “competency” would be set at a score of 684 for both the English Language Arts II and Algebra I tests, so students must score a 684 or higher in both test.
Students not earning competency scores on the first attempt must be offered appropriate remediation and supports and retake the test at least once. In lieu of attaining competency scores on the state tests, students can use alternative ways to demonstrate competency.

REGISTRATION REQUIREMENTS

1.
A student may not schedule any study halls, without parent’s signature next to block on the course request form. A student may not request more than (1) study hall per day.  A student’s schedule must reflect 9 periods of class per semester unless enrolled in courses at the home school, a post secondary program, or unless otherwise outlined in the student’s IEP.
2.
Planning a schedule for the next school year is a difficult task and situations may occur requiring a change in that schedule. These schedule changes, however, have a serious effect on class size, teacher assignments, and the overall master schedule, and therefore, will be approved sparingly. The student and parent are urged not to plan a program with the idea that it can be changed.  Schedule changes are rare and will only be made under extenuating circumstances. Our Board of Education approved schedule change policy is as follows:    SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1Changes in a student’s schedule will be made only during the first ten days of school.  Second semester courses may be changed five days prior to the beginning of the semester.  Any change after that time will require parental permission and authorization from a school administrator.  Changes may only be made due to schedule conflicts/errors, prerequisite and credit deficiencies, and availability of a previously closed course.  Any dropped class will result in the grades from that class remaining on the student’s record.

Grading/Scheduling/Credit matters not discussed in school policy may be handled on a case-by-case basis. Consult your guidance counselor regarding unique situations.

Classes with low enrollment are subject to cancellation without notice. Alternative classes will then need to be selected by the affected students.

Teacher recommendations are required for all Language Arts courses, and all Mathematics courses. CAUTION: FAILURE TO HEED TEACHERS’ RECOMMENDATIONS IS DONE SO AT A CONSIDERABLE RISK OF FAILURE.  Class changes can only be made under the above guidelines.

RECOMMENDATIONS

Students applying for full-time programs must possess a high school diploma or GED and have no felony record.

Medical Assisting; Medical Office & Billing Specialist; and Dental Assisting students need skills in science (anatomy & nerves), spelling, math proportions & metric system, and basic computer.  Basic patient care techniques are preferred, but not required.  Medical Office & Billing Specialist students need keyboarding skills.  Certain misdemeanors will disqualify individuals from working in the medical field.

Cosmetology students need skills in science (chemistry & anatomy) and mathematical proportions as well as manual dexterity.

Law Enforcement Training Academy (LETA) students must be at least 21 years of age and need to be in good physical condition.  Desired skills are reading and memorization with a calm, patient demeanor.  Students must pass a criminal background check.

Utility Linesworker students should have no fear of heights.  Skills in math and teamwork are highly desired along with any electrical background.  Individuals should enjoy working outside and have clean driving histories.

Heating, Ventilating, Air Conditioning, & Refrigeration (HVAC-R) students need skills in math and measurements.  

Heavy Equipment/CDL A Operators must be at least 21 years of age and hold a valid driver’s license with a clean driving history.  Must be able to pass ODOT physical and drug screen and have no felony convictions.

Welding students need skills in math and measurements.  This course will cover the welding techniques of Oxyfuel cutting, Plasma Arc cutting, SMAW, GMAW, GTAW, FCAW, intro to pipe welding, blueprint reading, AutoCAD and Metallurgy

Criteria continue

Diploma with Honors requirements pre-suppose the completion of all high school diploma requirements in the Ohio Revised Code including: ½ unit physical education (unless exempted), ½ unit health, ½ unit in American history, ½ unit in government, and 4 units in English. 
2  – Advanced science refers to courses that are inquiry-based with laboratory experiences and align with the 11/12th grade standards (or above) or with an AP science course, or with an entry-level college course (clearly preparing students for a college freshman-level science class, such as anatomy, botany, or astronomy). 
3  –  Program must lead to an industry recognized credential, apprenticeship, or be part of an articulated career pathway which can lead to post-secondary credit. 
5  – Field Experience refers to experiential learning in either an internship or apprenticeship. Students will document their experiences by describing their understanding in a portfolio. 
6  –  The student portfolio is a collection of experiential learning and competencies based on the student’s field experiences. Students will engage with professionals or scholars in the field while developing their own portfolio or ePortfolio of original work that documents their technical, critical and creative skills representative of their honors focus; students’ work must be reviewed and evaluated by scholars or professionals within the field/area of study in which the students’ work is focused, and the scholars or professionals must be external to the district staff; students will give a presentation to showcase the work and provide an analysis of it to the school and local community. If the student does not complete a field experience, the portfolio can be based on a collection of work related to the student’s honors diploma area of focus. 
7  –  Students must score a minimum of a 6 on the Applied Mathematics WorkKeys Assessment and a minimum of 6 on the Reading for Information WorkKeys Assessment in order to meet the WorkKeys score requirement. The WorkKeys option applies only to the Career Tech Honors Diploma. 
8  – These scores are based on the 2016 ACT and SAT assessments. Concordance tables outlining equivalent scores for past and future tests that differ from the 2016 versions will be published on the ODE website. Tables to concord SAT assessments taken prior to March 2016 can be found here. Further information on test concordance can be found here.

This course is designed to help the students continue the progress in their language learning process.
The course will focus on four main domains:  Reading Comprehension, Writing, Speaking and Listening.  The course is based on research-based curriculum and will focus on grammar, phonics, vocabulary, reading comprehension strategies, writing practices by using both fiction and non-fiction passages and making connections and comparisons with native languages.
This course of English Language is in accordance with Grade 11-12 Literacy ELP Standards.  Curriculum is also designed to make connections with other core subjects, specifically with Social Studies units and Science units, which will help students’ comprehension and enlarge their vocabulary in these subjects as well.

English as a Second Language II is a course for English Language offered to English Language Learners who have scored a Level 1 or 2 in their Ohio English Language Proficiency Assessment (OELPA) in the previous academic year.  This course is designed to help the students continue the progress in their language learning process.

The course will focus on four main domains:  Reading Comprehension, Writing, Speaking and Listening.  The course is based on research-based curriculum and will focus on grammar, phonics, vocabulary, reading comprehension strategies, writing practices by using both fiction and non-fiction passages and making connections and comparisons with native languages.
This course of English Language is in accordance with Grade 11-12 Literacy ELP Standards.  Curriculum is also designed to make connections with other core subjects, specifically with Social Studies units and Science units, which will help students’ comprehension and enlarge their vocabulary in these subjects as well.
The language level and complexity of reading comprehension is higher than the same course of the previous year.  There are tiered levels of language learning in this course.  The vocabulary in reading comprehension and writing process is leveled and tiered with critical thinking strategies.

This is a comprehensive course featuring coverage of geometric terms and processes, logic, and problem solving.  It includes topics such as parallel lines and planes, congruent triangles, and quadrilaterals.  Emphasis is placed upon reasoning and problem-solving skills gained through study of similarity, areas, volumes, circles, translations, and coordinate geometry.  Additional technology used is MathXL, which provides supplemental problems to reinforce concepts.

Prerequisite: Algebra I & Geometry 

This course focuses on math skills needed for business and industry.  It meets the Algebra II requirement.  To receive Algebra II credit the student must remain at the vocational school and pursue a career tech study.  CBI does not qualify as a career tech field. It will reinforce and build upon mathematical skills taught in previous classes with additional technical knowledge and skills identified by business and industry.  The students will explore topics such as: number sense and order of operations, ratios & proportions, measurement, real-world application of mathematical concepts, trigonometry, and career related financial topics. Additional technology used is MathXL which provides supplemental problems to reinforce concepts.

     1.00 Credit      

Prerequisite:  Algebra I and Geometry 

This course is for students who have taken Algebra I and earned a C or below average.  The topics covered in this course are aligned to the basic requirements for Algebra II.   They include:  Real and Complex Numbers, Polynomials, Rational Expressions, Exponents and Radicals, Equations and Inequalities, Systems of Equations and Inequalities, Quadratics, and Functions (polynomial, rational, exponential).  The textbook is on-line with digital support available.  Additional technology used is Math XL, which provides supplemental problems to reinforce concepts.

110302     Enriched Algebra II
     1.00 Credit      

Prerequisite:  Algebra I and Geometry 

The course is for students who have completed Algebra 1 and maintained a C or above average.  This course is aligned with high school standards, assessments, and curriculum.  The topics covered will be expressions, equations, inequalities, solving linear systems and regression models, functions (quadratic, absolute value, polynomial, radical, rational, exponential and logarithmic), and matrices. The textbook is on-line with digital support available.  Additional technology used is Math XL, which provides supplemental problems to reinforce concepts.

         Prerequisite: Algebra I, Geometry, & Algebra II    
This course is for students who have taken Algebra II and earned a C or below average, as well as students who finished Algebra II but need an extra year of math to prepare for credit-bearing college-level courses. This course is not recommended for students who had Career Tech Math at BCC. Topics covered will be similar to the topics covered in Pre-calculus.  The courses focuses identification of functions and shifting, reflecting, and stretching of these graphs, finding the inverse of a function, finding all real and complex roots of a polynomial by using synthetic division, p/q theorem, Descartes Rule of Signs, quadratic formula, and using the graphing calculator, solving exponential and logarithmic functions, solving and estimating real world problems using regression models, graphing the six trigonometric functions, and their inverses, verifying trigonometric identities, solving trigonometric equations, solving real world problems using laws of sines and cosines, solving system of equations using matrices. Additional technology used is Math XL, which provides supplemental problems to reinforce concepts.

The course utilizes the Dave Ramsey high school curriculum with an emphasis on debt management and retirement planning.  Real life applications will be emphasized.

This course is for students who have completed Algebra II and maintained a C or above average.  The course focuses on identification of functions and shifting, reflecting, and stretching of these graphs, finding the inverse of a function, finding all real and complex roots of a polynomial by using synthetic division, p/q theorem, Descartes Rule of Signs, quadratic formula, and using the graphing calculator, solving exponential and logarithmic functions, solving and estimating real world problems using regression models, graphing the six trigonometric functions, and their inverses, verifying trigonometric identities, solving trigonometric equations, solving real world problems using laws of sines and cosines, solving system of equations using matrices, and the introduction of limits and derivatives.

SCIENCE DEPARTMENT

Students will be required to earn one unit of physical sciences, 1 unit of life sciences, and 1 unit of advanced study in one or more of the following sciences: chemistry, physics, or other physical science; advanced biology or other life science.
1. Chemistry is recommended for those planning careers in any science-related field, such as nursing, engineering, medicine, and biology.

2. Physics is recommended for those planning careers in engineering, medicine, science, and science-related fields.

Course Descriptions

135998 Advanced Biology - Biogeography and Conservation
      1.00 Credit
This course deals with the geographical distributions of Earth’s Biological resources and the factors that influence that distribution.  Earth’s various biological communities, their interactions, and the need for conservation to protect their biodiversity from the effects of human use and misuse of resources are studied.  A great course for Natural Resources and Energy Operation students.
132351     Advanced Environmental Science  
            1.00 Credit
           
This course deals with Earth’s ecosystems, biomes and resources, and the human activities designed to preserve biodiversity on Earth.

The identification of geographic locations, physical features, and various habitats on Earth are studied along with the effects of human influences such as population growth, water and air pollution, resource depletion, increasing demand for energy, and urbanization.

133998     Anatomy and Physiology
1.00 Credit
Prerequisite: Biology I
Recommended for but not limited to Medical Field labs and Exercise Science/Sports Medicine labs.  A course for interested or college bound students.  Students will acquire an understanding of anatomical terminology as it relates to the human body, look at the chemical and organizational basis of life, and study the structure and function of the eleven systems of the human body.

133998     Anatomy and Physiology Cos
1.00 Credit

           Prerequisite: Biology I

Required course for all juniors who are in the cosmetology lab.  Students will acquire an understanding of anatomical terminology as relates to the various systems associated with head, neck, arms, hands, legs, and feet they work with in cosmetology.  They will study associated disorders and diseases and be introduced to some basic chemistry and electricity as it relates to cosmetology.

           Prerequisite: Biology I

Recommended for but not limited to Natural Resources, Floriculture, and Landscaping labs.  This course offers an introduction to plant biology which is beneficial to students in the agriculture related programs and/or college bound.  The class deals with the understanding, classification, and identification of plants using dichotomous keys, study of plant structural components and their functions, growth and response, propagation, and the effect on plants of soil, nutrients, pests, and other environmental factors.

        Prerequisite: Algebra I and Biology
This class serves as an introduction into the science of chemistry.  Students in this course will examine the fundamental properties and concepts of elements, compounds, and mixtures.  Chemical reactions and chemical processes are observed and explained at the atomic and molecular level using the scientific method. Conceptual learning of the following topics is emphasized:  what matter is and how it changes, atomic structure including arrangement of electrons, the Periodic Law and the periodic table, chemical bonds, understanding chemical formulas and chemical compounds, chemical equations and types of reactions, stoichiometry, and acids and bases.  

130303     Enriched Chemistry     
1.00 Credit

              Prerequisite: Algebra I and Biology

This Course serves as a more in-depth study of the science of chemistry and is recommended for students planning on pursuing post-secondary education.  Students explore the fundamental principles of chemistry.  Topics include, but are not limited to: measurement, atomic structure, electron configuration, the periodic table bonding, gas laws, properties of liquids and solids, solutions, stoichiometry, reactions, kinetics, equilibrium, acids and bases, and nuclear chemistry.  The main goal of this course is to provide a solid foundation in the study of matter and its changes.  Through many activities students will demonstrate how theory is applicable in laboratory situations.  All students will develop good methods of problem solving, proper laboratory technique, and writing of lab reports.

This class serves as an introduction to the basic principles of physics.  It is comprised of conceptual learning lab work and mathematical problem solving. Topics to be cover include:  motion in one dimension, motion in two dimensions, forces and the laws of motion, work and energy, momentum and collisions, waves and vibrations, sound and light, and heat and thermodynamics.  Geometry is a recommended prerequisite for this course.

151301     Workforce and Financial Readiness

                 Prerequisite:  Government

Students will learn important aspects of preparing for their future success by gaining an understanding of workplace expectations with well-developed skills in problem-solving, communication, and professionalism.  Additionally, they will learn how to navigate the financial decisions they must face and to make informed decisions relating to career exploration, budgeting, banking, credit, insurance, spending, financing, postsecondary education, taxes, saving and investing.  Development of financial literacy skills and an understanding of economic principles will provide the basis for responsible citizenship.  This course will also stress to students to use computer technology in an effective and appropriate manner while empowering students to think critically, behave safely, and participate responsibly in our digital world.  They will also learn the importance of investing in themselves in order to gain the knowledge and skills valued in the marketplace such as OSHA 10 and competencies measured by the ODE Career Technical 21st Century Business Skills.  This course is a Social Studies course as well as meeting the Financial Literacy graduation requirement.  
151301R     Workforce and Financial Readiness     
                1.00 Credit

This course will cover many of the curriculum of Workforce and Financial Readiness and will also focus on the RISE UP program.  This program provides foundational employability skills to help people land jobs and get promoted in retail and beyond.  This curriculum and exams are industry-recognized and were developed in collaboration with more than twenty retailers.  If students pass both sets of tests then they will have a 12-point credential for a graduation option.  
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
